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SEMINAR ON BEST PRACTICES FOR A MULTI-DISCIPLINE RESPONSE TO DRUG ENDANGERED CHILDREN

On November 4, 2010, The Tennessee Alliance for Drug Endangered Children (TADEC), in conjunction with United States Attorney Larry Laurenzi, District Attorney General Phillip Bivins and District Attorney General Tommy Thomas, will be hosting a half-day seminar on Best Practices for a Multi-Discipline Response to Drug Endangered Children. The purpose of this seminar is to help counties:

1. Promote information sharing strategies that support comprehensive, proactive partnerships between juvenile court, law enforcement, schools, government agencies, and social service providers.

2. Share information for planning and research purposes in a manner that is legal and appropriate.

3. Establish an interagency working group to identify and address the victimization of children as related to illegal drug activities.

While there continues to be children living in homes where methamphetamine is manufactured who have to live with the hazards of this dangerous drug, there are also children who live in crack homes or with family members who are addicted to or selling drugs. This seminar will address all of these important situations.

Who should attend: This seminar is open to anyone from the 29th Judicial District (Lake and Dyer Counties) and the 27th Judicial District (Obion and Weakley Counties) who may come in contact with drug endangered children. Representatives from law enforcement, education, social services, fire departments, medical and behavioral health, child advocacy centers, and other government agencies are being invited.
